3. Eligibility for Enrolments as Cadet.
(a) Should be a citizen of India or a subject of Nepal.
(b) Should be on the roll of the school or college which has an NCC Unit or partthereof.
(c) The cadet should be within the age as mentioned below:-
(i) Junior Division — Not less than 13 years and below 18 years and 6months.

(ii) Senior Division - Should be below the age of 26 years.

4. NCC Syllabus. The syllabus includes common subjects for all three wings and specialized subjects with respect to
Army, Air Force and Navy. The common subjects comprise of approximately 70% and specialized service is 30% of
the curriculum.
