to do so. Il we turn the steering-wheel of our car,
we can make the lower part of the car follow the
front wheels, but the upper part will scem to
want to continue on its old course; if we turn the
wheel too abruptly, there 1s danger, as we know,
that the car will overturn. Or, if the road is icy or
muddy, so that the wheels get no grip on the
road, the whole back part of the car will tend to
follow its old course, so that the car may skid.
We shall encounter this property of incrtia very
often on our journcy through time and space.

It is important to us at thc moment because it
provides us with the simplest and most
convincing proof that the carth actually is
rotating. If we swing a hcavy ball or weight,’
pendulum-wise, at the end of string, we shall
find that it kécps ‘Uif swinging in the same
direction in space, no matter how much the top
of the string is twisted or turncd about : we can
no more steer the swing of the pendulum in
space by turning the top of the string than we
can steer a car on icc by turning the steering-
