(i)‌ ‌Primary‌ ‌occupation‌ ‌:-‌ ‌the‌ ‌occupation‌ ‌that‌ ‌enables‌‌ 
man‌ ‌to‌ ‌satisfy‌ ‌his‌ ‌bases‌ ‌needs‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌food‌ ‌shelter‌‌ 
clothing‌ ‌is‌ ‌known‌ ‌as‌ ‌primary‌ ‌occupation.‌ ‌There‌ ‌are‌ ‌the‌‌ 
activities‌ ‌which‌ ‌man‌ ‌has‌ ‌to‌ ‌perform‌ ‌for‌ ‌his‌ ‌survival‌ ‌on‌‌ 
the‌ ‌earth‌ ‌through‌ ‌the‌ ‌necessary‌ ‌goods‌ ‌from‌ ‌nature.‌‌ 
Human‌ ‌Civilization‌ ‌begin‌ ‌with‌ ‌primary‌ ‌occupation‌ ‌and‌‌ 
then‌ ‌moved‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌secondary‌ ‌and‌ ‌pitari‌ ‌occupations.e.g.‌‌ 
agriculture‌ ‌,animals‌ ‌rearing‌ ‌,phishing‌ ‌collecting‌ ‌of‌ ‌food‌‌

service,‌ ‌media,‌ ‌insurance,‌ ‌administration,‌ ‌journalism,‌‌ 
tourism,‌ ‌research,‌ ‌etc.‌ ‌The‌ ‌rule‌ ‌of‌ ‌these‌ ‌occupation‌ ‌is‌‌

primary‌ ‌sector‌ ‌decreases‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌number‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌people‌‌ 
angest‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌secondary‌ ‌and‌ ‌Ariel‌ ‌sector‌ ‌increases.‌‌ 
Today‌ ‌nearly‌ ‌65%‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌working‌ ‌population‌ ‌in‌ ‌India‌ ‌is‌‌ 
engaged‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌agriculture‌ ‌sector.‌ ‌In‌ ‌1971‌ ‌the‌ ‌figure‌ ‌was‌‌

(ii)‌ ‌Secondly‌ ‌people‌ ‌are‌ ‌able‌ ‌to‌ ‌obtain‌ ‌more‌ ‌income‌‌ 
from‌ ‌the‌ ‌secondary‌ ‌sector‌ ‌then‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌primary‌ ‌sector.‌‌ 
Hence‌ ‌many‌ ‌people‌ ‌move‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌primary‌ ‌sector‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌‌
