By
the time they enter kia&%&_ en, words like ‘apps. ‘mp3’ etc, are part of their lexicon. But even the latest
gadgets and the be rnet websites, however, cannot replace a good teacher. Children today lead
complicated liveg_r y technology. Instead of adding to the information overload, it is the teacher’s
job to simplify t%son plan. Children today need to be in touch with the real world, and the school
teacher is the person who can draw the lines and decide how much is too much.

It's all about moderation. If the educator fails to engage with his or her students, no amount of technology
will help. The teacher’s job then is to break down information into bite-sized pieces, and ensure that
their children have understood the covered topic. This can even be achieved with the aid of a simple

blackboard and chalk.

Truly the very spirit of examination aims at something
noble, but unfort y the implementation process is very unrealistic. The present examination system,
as | said, is very dnrealistic and moreover it focuses on the core subject of ‘Writing based on Memory'.
There isn't any scope for a child to enhance his/her creativity. There is always an obstruction for any out-
of-the-box thinking. The child, along with his parents, suffers from acute tension, anxiety and fear during
the period of exams, that lead to a very different mental status of the child and this is a symbol that the
child is stressed out. Additionally, it is not possible, to judge a student’s capacity in a 3 hour exam.

The CCE pattern which includes projects, tests and assignments done throughout the year can help in
the learning and evaluation phases.

He believed that the universality of
religion can best be realized through the universalization of education, and that such universalization was
the spring board for national integration. Harmony was not brought about overnight. Gandhi advocated
the process of patience, persuasion and perseverance for attainment of peace and love for harmony, and
he was firmly convinced of the worth of gentleness as panacea for all evils. He taught us that the dignity
of labour is a leveling social factor that contributes to a national outlook in keeping with the vision of a
new India.
