* The aborigines arrived in Australia
over 40,000 years ago.

* The story of interaction between the
European settlers, the natives and
the land in Australia has many points
of similarity to the story of the Americas.

* The economic development of Australia
under European settlement was not as
varied as in America.

* Some natives were employed in farms,
under conditions of work so harsh that it
was little different from slavery.

* From 1974, multiculturalism has been
the official policy in Australia giving
equal respect to native cultures and to
the different cultures of the immigrants
from Europe and Asia.
